On 15 November 2021, MP Supriya
Sule and MP Vandana Chavan visited
the Swargate underground section
of the Pune Metro Rail project.

They were welcomed and felicitated
by Dr Brijesh Dixit, Managing
Director, Maha Metro along with
Shri Atul Gadgil (Director Works),
Dr Hemant Sonawane (GM-PR), and
various Metro officials.

Before taking the MPs for the site
inspection, they were first briefed
abouttheundergroundsafetynorms.
The site visit took place keeping the
safety and security of the personnel
in check. The guests were taken down
to approximately 100 Ft through the

safety bucket to the actual UG site
section of Swargate and later inside
the tunnel through an inception
carriage. The tunnel currently is at
560mts in depth. They witnessed the
TBM in action setting the rings and
were familiarised with the working
of the TBM machine, Mutha 2.

After the underground visit, a
presentation on the Swargate
Multi-Modal Integration and Pune

Eviction Process
At Civil Court Vicinity

Landacquisitionisacrucialaspectofanyinfrastructure
project, and Pune Metro is no exception to it. Since
the start of the project, of 42 Ha of the total land
required for the Pune Metro Project, land parcels at
Mandai, Nagar road (Wadia land), Agriculture college,
Vanaz depot, Khadki defence, Kaamgar Putala, and
Rajiv Gandhi Nagar were among the crucial and the
most di cult to acquire.

Pune Metro has already taken possession of most of
the above land parcels. The timelines for completion
of the project inching closer, land parcels at Civil
Court which includes Kaamgar Putala land and Rajiv
Gandhi Nagar land were tough to acquire.

On 27th October 2021, Pune Metro started the slum
eviction process at Kamgaar Putala & Rajiv Gandhi
Nagar slums following the due process of law.
The process of acquiring civil court land was time-
consuming and illed with ups and downs. The process
started two years ago when Divisional Commissioner
and PMC Commissioner intervened to expedite the
Resettlement and Rehabilitation of Civil Court Slums.
The initial survey was conducted by PMC and the
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inaligure of eligible PAPs arrived. Maha Metro and SRA
had regular interaction with PAPs giving them detailed
information about land requirements and explaining
them on drawings, and also on the actual site of Metro.

The pace of the process got boosted when the Project
Monitoring Unit of GoM was chaired by Dy. CM also
provided necessary assistance for the same.

After several rounds of discussion between SRA, PMCand
Maha Metro which also involved stakeholders, and with
the permission of the Court, the eviction process started
on 27th October under the close watch of Police after
publishing notice for the same in leading Marathi & Hindi
newspapers. Shifting of around 972 nos. of eligible PAPs
is under progress. The eviction process at Rajiv Gandhi
Nagar slum is completed and Kaamgar Putala would be
completed in the coming week. All the eligible PAPs have
been given accommodation at Hadapsar & Viman Nagar.

Given the land is required to PMC, PMRDA & Maha
Metro, Divisional Commissioner asked all three parties
to share the land cost of which, Maha Metro has already
contributed its share of the expense to the competent

authority. /

Each span consists of 2 sets of 2
steel girders of 2.422m depth kept side by side and both

Erection of 7 structural steel girders on either side of
river is done by Tandem Lifting Method in which the
steel girders are irst assembled at ground level and
then lifted and placed in position with the help of two
road cranes of required capacity which are handling
each set of steel girder from either end. However,
girder erection of central 4 spans, piers of which are
located in river bed, was not possible by Tandem
Lifting Method due to constraints of placing heavy
capacity road cranes on deck of existing road bridges
as existing road bridges are very old structures.
Hence, Incremental Launching Method is adopted for
4 central spans (HB4 to HB8) within the river bed.

Incremental Launching Method (HB
4 to 8)

The temporary supports are erected within approach
spans for supporting the steel girders temporarily
before they are launched by incremental method into
their inal locations. Hillman & guide rollers are ixed
on each temporary supports for the movement of the

mana-metro
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steel girders. The capacity of Hillman rolleris 100 MT and
02nos of Hillman rollers are provided on one temporary
support. Total 22nos of Hillman rollers are provided. Side
rollers are also provided to guide the pulling direction
of girders so as to ensure that girders move in desired
direction. One set of two plate girders of irst two spans
are irst assembled on erected temporary supports. The
splicing of these girders is done to make a longitudinal
continuous member to Ffacilitate their movement
during the pulling process. After connecting wire rope
arrangement, the whole assembly of plate girders is
pulled with winch machine for about 43m.

The capacity of pulling winch is 20MT. While the girders
are being pulled from PCMC end, the restraining winch
of equal capacity 20MT is also provided on PMC end
so as to avoid any accidental slippage of girders during
the pulling or pulling getting out of control. After
completion of irst set launching, the next set of two

plate girders of last two spans are assembled on erected
temporary supports. These two girders shall be attached
to already pushed girder back with splicing. Now the
whole assembly of four girder shall be pulled with the
winch machine. Once set of two girders are pulled and
placed in their inal designated position under the track
and the same procedure is adopted for other side pair
of two girders also. After completion of pulling of all
four girders, girder shall be lowered on bearings for inal
alignment and further construction activities.
